Independence

You may like to practise zips and buttons at home and ensure everything is labelled including clothing, bottles and containers etc.

Reading and sharing books

The children will each choose a book, and this will continue with the addition of a reading book from our Phonics Shed scheme in a few weeks’ time. Some of these books will have words in to practice skills learned in our Phonics Shed lessons but others will have no words, to encourage storytelling and comprehension skills. Please invite your child to use the pictures to tell the story. We encourage you to share a book at home more than once to give children the chance to consolidate skills. Lots of opportunities for conversations around characters, the setting, plot and answering lots of questions too. Please ensure your child has their reading books and reading record in their book bags each day. 

Welcome to Class R! 
We have had a lovely start to the school year getting to know our learning environment, making new friends and familiarising ourselves with different routines. The children have particularly enjoyed learning about some of our classroom responsibilities, such as sweeping up the sand with a dustpan and brush, and understanding our compositing system. They have loved feeding their fruit waste to our school ‘Roly Pigs’.

Our classroom has already provided many opportunities to follow and honour the children’s interests, in particular in the Atelier where we have been mixing different shades of colours and using them in our first paintings, using mirrors to help us draw black ink self-portraits and inquiring into a variety of bird feathers brought in by one of our families. The children are enjoying the process of identifying which feather belongs to each bird and attempting to create observational drawings. Additionally, the children have been inquiring into the letters of their name. They have been searching for objects around the classroom, which match their first letter and then drawing and labelling these. The children have also been attempting to write and count the letters they have in their name(s). 

On Monday, they even experienced an introductory PE lesson with Mr Thomas where they learned basic skills such as posture, balance and movement using beanbags, balls and mats. Overall, a very exciting time for the children of Class R and we can’t wait to continue our journey of discovery together.

Our daily routine has already become much more demanding with the children being in school all day as well as the two groups merging, so please be mindful that they may be more tired than usual. Thank you all for your support so far at the beginning of this exciting new school year at Madley Primary School.
