Improving sentences  - year 4 
Adding adjectives, adverbs and further information to your sentences can make them far more interesting to read.

Example 
The boy lay under his duvet. 
Add an expanded noun phrase using adjectives. (identify the nouns in the sentence first)
The small, clever boy lay under his duvet. 
Add an adverb. (Identify the verb in the sentence first)
The small, clever boy quietly lay under his duvet. 
Use a conjunction to add extra information. 
The small, clever boy quietly lay under his duvet because he did not want to get up. 

Simple sentence: The boy lay under his duvet. 
Improved sentence: The small, clever boy quietly lay under his duvet because he did not want to get up.

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Co-ordinating Conjunctions

They give equal importance to the words or sentences they connect.
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Subordinating Conjunctions

Here are 10 of the most common subordinating conjunctions. They are used at the beginning of a subordinating clause
which is a clause that doesn’t make sense on its own.
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
